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Introduction

I wondered if I‘d ever find the surge of natural energy to complete this work. The work itself is a continuation of my first book. It has an existence all of its own yet it is in fact a supplement to the latter. I do not even doubt that I have gone down the wrong road – such things won’t exist. I forward this assertion: that this book I believe to be a milestone of human evolution; I don’t doubt either my part played in it. There is not a single idea in it borrowed from any other source and those who read it will inhabit the mind of the creator. It is a handbook sufficient for one reading, one visit, but I recommend its self-explanatory format as the ideal method. As was the first book, it will be used towards a production of an ensuing work which I envisage to be a dialogue concerning the concepts put forward herewith. This present book though, I sat on for about a year and as my birthday approached, in the same manner that I finished the first book on the morn of the 23rd August 2001, the inspiration came. It was the 8th August, a new moon, my whole body appeared to have shut down and there was torrential rain outside. Vague concepts, strong concepts, new concepts, all came together into a harmonious whole. I could not have done it any earlier. The additional year of dynamic activity was needed in its evolution, my body first and then the thoughts followed. I did come close a year ago but I couldn’t grasp the final realisation.

I am 34 now. I have just passed a short experience in Ireland arriving on the morn of the full moon one day before my birthday. I spent the night camped at Loughcrew. I woke up with a recurrence of my back injury which I picked up in the last few months. What follows is another tale.

With this book let us say it is a set of footprints along a sandy beach. The tide will reclaim those prints along its full length but never all at once. A vestige of the trail will remain at sporadic moments. The understanding will come when the trail is followed, but not exactly. The follower will have to give a part of himself in order to enjoin the path but the context remains. Maybe something of the sea will need to be surmised. When I walked that path I always kept the sea in site but I chose a line moistened by its very lips. I knew it would remain the property of the sea and would one day return to it. Fragments of that path still remain though; I am here and there. That claimed by the sea is to be rewritten again; that is the nature of life. To be born of the sea and to return to it. To be thrust from its foaming mouth only to fade in the changing of the tide.  I carry my Mary upon my back and I give her expression; I am the  earth.

Intuition - prophecy - magic.

How does it move beyond space and time? It is instinctively grounded yet applicable to different levels of “objective input.” That is, “objective input” increases gradually before its Critical Point of Culmination can be achieved, both as an individual value and a cultural value. The amount of cultured, objective input is functional towards either intuition, prophecy or magic but it is its sustainability that appropriates its specific use. During culmination there is a mediation of creative energy. Culmination then implies creativity.
 One of two things can happen here. Either one ‘breaks’ and some form of conscious determination of the personal resumes an objectively defined expression,
 or transcendence maintains itself by which any further action "occurred" remains unconsciously motivated [as the active advancement of its holding point – through to prophecy and magic].
 Its natural equivalent for some people may feel like an action compelled or simply a feeling of having a natural, instinctive reaction. There are many instances in which one may recall a personal activity like running for no apparent reason or suddenly bursting out in song. If one were to examine these instances they may discover to their surprise that factors in the environment have subconsciously triggered them off. Nevertheless, in referring to the role of the “magician” the time it takes for the ‘filling-up’ of “objective input” is variable within the individual and is a factor of age and/or one’s state of conscious passivity. The difference in these above two circumstances is that in the former as one's perception is conveyed back towards a personal consciousness there appears to be a loss of energy. This may be so, as I have already elsewhere stated energy is subject to its perception. The less holistic one is in their viewpoint the less is their sense of fullness. Activity can feel very mundane in its nature. In the latter circumstance though, this continuing sense of fullness will override the outside perception of bodily, instinctive needs as one's body will, by this time, have begun to evolve to a state in which it continues to refine its mundane requirements (I am not simply referring to food here). It does this to the extent that mundane actions take on a critical incentive. This is a faculty of holistic living and has an obvious correlation to the awareness of one's environment, in both senses of this word – the personal and the universal (sublimated).

Now, in both these (prevailing) circumstances it does suggest that an individual from either an objective or subjective standpoint may seek to achieve some sort of equable passivity through the act of meditation. I think this is only possible when, in the former circumstance, a “young” person with as yet an incompletely-developed objective behaviourism chooses not to impede the flow of mediated cosmic energy passing through him or her
- some may find it easier to relate this term as the “experiential content” - until, that is, human culture begins to take a fuller grip upon them and completely nurture them away from instinctive awareness.
 But in the latter circumstance what one finds are “experienced” individuals who have nurtured an instinctive awareness, as earlier referred to, whilst using the mind as a passive tool only. They have allowed experience to develop them whilst nullifying the inhibitive processes latent in the mind - a mind formulated of a “projected” culture. Thus, when they achieve Critical Point of Culmination, a variable factor of their evolutionary status, they can engulf themselves onto the level of their complete subjective being. For these beings culmination reaches into the cumulativeness of magic.
 The difference, then, between these two states of affairs has elsewhere been stated as case of the enlightened man and the “magician.” The former is the path followed by an objectively centered individual, “young” as he or she may be. The latter requires special nurturing from a physiologically young age. 

Enforcing subjectification is synonymous with premature culmination and does no more than develop a habitual, objective behaviourism, i.e., coming outside of one’s subjective cycles.
 The ‘burning’ sensations experienced at culmination are the focusing of creative energy into an individual consciousness and goes either towards subjective development (species enactment) or objective, mindful development. The predominance of one or the other characterises one’s mode of everyday perception, a rooted consciousness. So “burning” must be considered as the mind’s capacity to advance a projected holding point to beyond a physical capacity – it is a burning off of karma. Consider: to advance Holding Point as a personal rather than a collective action implicates a lack of synchronicity of body and mind. ‘Burning’ is the felt sensation of conscious determination of one’s projected personality into the further development of an individual consciousness after culmination reaches a point of climax. I have already referred to this phenomenon. On the level of the personal it happens as a premature culmination – an enforced subjectification. But it must have its relative during natural transcendence or magical culmination only that in this latter case it is a sustained feeling. Rather than the burning of physical recuperation it has instead an infinite sensation to it as the subjective cycles remain continually “mothered” by universal phenomena. The strength of mind is so empowering during transcendence as to provide for the conditions of subjectivity – Big Mind. It literally takes control of the collective consciousness. It can best be imagined as the universal responsibility of extending Minimum Point of Specific Evolution and so governs a response at Base Point of Holding where the collective consciousness is located.
 If ‘breaking’
 is the retraction of Holding Point in the direction of base consciousness and considered a loss of personal individuality, as objectively determined, so its obverse in ‘burning’ is to avoid directly the ordinations of the collective consciousness; the mind is conditioned to go beyond physical capacity as it stands. This is true magic as I know it, going beyond a subjectively centred consciousness into what may be termed as a singularity, beyond intuition and prophecy. It be worth noting here that the ego emulates this magical act and also tries to avoid the ordinations of the collective consciousness.

Now, when Holding Point is projected towards Critical Point of Culmination, during premature culmination the larger the gap between culmination point and “physical capacity” (a value of collective consciousness held at Base Point of Holding) the greater the sensation of ‘burning.’ One’s environmental passivity would then be sacrificed for a personal passivity. So consider, at natural culmination the mind is still acting as a passive tool, a window for subjective passivity/activity, viz., intuition and prophecy. But to reiterate, to go beyond infers the mind actively assimilating God; recreating nature. But what I am referring to here is a change of context. Rather than ‘burning’ oneself out of culmination as in an enforced subjectification towards some sort of conscious determination of the event I am talking about the magical ability to retain transcendence indefinitely, without climaxing. 

To note, in concordance with terminology elsewhere stated, I am referring to the projection of one’s transcended mind (active objectivity) when one is subjectively centred in consciousness. This does not describe a disjunction as normally occurred via bodily abuse during enforced subjectification. But in this case a change of motive – an unconsciously motivated conscious motivation of the unconscious. Discovering oneself as God and Creator when mind is matter come mind. This is not mere transcendence anymore. Matter generates of mind generates matter. Active objectivity is active subjectivity. Everything is ‘burning.’ We become “suns.” 

To emphasize, these are not the same parameters enacted during enforced subjectification because ‘burning’ here implies a state of environmental non-passivity. This form of ‘burning’ involves taking one outside a bodily consciousness and is where one incurs most injury. For instance, pushing oneself to physical limits through a lack of sleep or a poor diet which subsequently imposes a mindful excess that under normal circumstances would incur a physical resilience. Even though one may advance a hallucinatory viewpoint it is not the same as retaining a bodily consciousness. In fact, the “magician” initiates all magical activity by its nurturing out of intuition – an awareness of bodily necessity on the level of the mind. Instead, what is indicated here is a detachment of bodily awareness, a reversing of the natural flow.
 

A two tier objective mind is exactly that. It is an unconscious formulation of the entire universe around and a conscious formulation of all that the universe is perceived to be; passivity and activity. To remain within the bounds of bodily necessity invokes an intuition of the mind. Thus we see this movement between intuition and magic, passive to active, when one is subjectively centred in consciousness. Yet this understanding  is not entirely complete though. Passivity and activity are states of mind experienced. Intuition and its active succession - prophecy, during one’s advance towards culmination point is expressed and experienced dynamically when one is subjectively centred in consciousness. But interestingly their counterparts, objectively expressed and experienced as knowledge and prediction, appear as facades to their subjective apposites. It is a difference of having either a dynamic or static perception. Perception is the all important key here. You’ll notice that from within a subjective consciousness perception is dynamically accorded different levels of reality. Intuition as an immediate awareness of one’s environment, prophecy as its retrograde motion
 and magic as its creation in the absolute sense. Of course, magic provides a base from which prophecy and intuition constitute a part of. Likewise its façade of science provides the base from which prediction and knowledge constitute a part of. These definitions describe their motivational origins –subjective and objective. So, in its absolute sense the experience of the intuitive and the prophetic, viz., subjective passivity and subjective activity, would now lose its distinction when one moves into a supra-consciousness. Not only matter, but language and thought will lose any sense of the substantial, any sense of “apartness.”

But it should be stated that magic can also be expressed and experienced with an objective sense, a contrived ‘firing’ of will – enforced subjectification. The self-development of a personal consciousness should be considered as a powerful tool. One can build into their personality a means towards influence – inducing a subjective response as to entail the encountering of desired events. In this objective sense magic cannot be any other understanding. These magicians I label

as occultists and are distinguishable from a “Christ” person. The Messiah is a proponent of the “Christ” principle in its absolute sense.

Meditations1 [See Movement of Consciousness Diagram 2]
Objectively centered: depending upon one’s condition of subjectivity, objective meditation will take on a quality of intuition, a phenomenon otherwise experienced as knowledge and prediction, i.e., understanding one’s role in the environment as a response to mindful stimuli. During subjectification intuition (passive) takes the form of prophecy (active).

Subjectively centered: Depending on one’s condition of objectivity, subjective meditation will take on a quality of knowledge (“objective input”),
 a phenomenon otherwise experienced as intuition and prophecy, i.e., understanding one’s role in the environment as a response to physical stimuli. During subjectification knowledge (passive) takes the form of prediction (active).

A non-development of objectivity is purely instinctive animalism. Subjectification is not perceptible during an objectively centered consciousness. In the same way nor is objectification perceptible during a subjectively centered consciousness; or subjective and objective development respectively. Science and magic is the sense of culmination each is perceived by – their application, from within their pertinent modes of consciousness.
It appears then that during conscious motivation its underlying reality of subjectivity arrogates the instinctive grounding of objective behaviour. And during unconscious motivation its underlying reality of objectivity arrogates the culmination of mediated cosmic energy. The former process is not obviously apparent, the latter is.
 That's because the former is a fragmented viewpoint, static, and needs to be continually verified as to provide a historical viewpoint. This is an accelerating cultural process. The latter is a holistic viewpoint, dynamic as to promote complete understanding. Objectively one analyses one’s past because one tries to gauge progression. Subjectively one arrives at a coming-to-knowing because one engages oneself in a universal context. It stands to reason that the most evolved beings eventually move to the magic bracket of transcendence; they assume the universal role of describing culture. Critical Point of Culmination is, in real terms, unachievable for most other individuals objectively rooted in consciousness. This difference is perceptible in one's behavioural capabilities (I am talking about the ability to behave here - some people may refer to this as the emotional content within) expressed through the physical and the mental. A subjectively centred consciousness will induce ascending levels of creativity because of the universal context that allows for perpetual, evolving forms of expression. For those who are objectively centred in their consciousness will find little difference in their behavioural capabilities since there is very little perceived movement of flux of mediated cosmic energy. To clarify this point, it is not to suggest the quantity of either physical or mental input but the quality that each is asserted by.
 It follows that a subjectively centred consciousness conduces to a bodily perception which allows a form of expression to be itself a natural link in its dynamic environment whereas some thing objectively centred would be a mere reflection of a bygone moment.

To recap, as mediated cosmic energy builds up, that is, whilst rooted in passivity within a subjectively centred consciousness, 
 one's underlying reality in objectivity is gradually increasing through the content of its “objective input” and there subsequently ensues a Critical Point of Culmination. This can work through activity like sex for instance, that which is in the ‘stern’ of one's subjective behavioural patterns. I've come to realise that as I build up mediated cosmic energy there may come a time of natural release. At the present age it is mainly affected via genital, sleep emissions about every 10 – 15 days. It appears as if I am going through a second puberty. It must be said that before this time these emissions were far and few between. In fact natural emissions before this period appear to be non-existent in any other forms I can identify with at the present suggesting that it is only recently during the millennial year or so that I have come to learn of this phenomenon called ‘Culmination Point.’
 It also suggests that “objective content” as an underlying reality had been developing, that is, its passivity would be equated with a naturally developing intelligence. A further point on the subject would also suggest that objective activity (OA) accelerates within one’s personality with every major transitional stage of one's natural life. In this case puberty would entail a break from “motherly” care.
 

Culmination then, doesn’t happen until one has become consciously grounded with “objective input.”
 The fact that I have been able to ‘sink’ back into a subjectively centred consciousness from an objective one has allowed me to visualise the objective process at work especially from its position of synchronicity at Critical Point of Culmination, the understanding of which may not have been possible if I hadn’t experienced, as a loss, an objectively centred consciousness. This is because I can now apprehend the illusion of consciously motivated activity from an unconsciously motivated perception (a natural intelligence). So, let us look at its internal dynamics again. Culmination is the capacity to hold “objective content” whilst one is subjectively centred in consciousness so that Critical Point of Culmination would indicate the measure of one’s true experience.
 During the “ascendancy” of consciousness one’s perception alters so that one’s underlying objective reality expresses itself as a gradation between intuition, prophecy and magic. It is during this ascent that one may prematurely ‘break’ and ‘fall’ (not necessarily all the way). But as I say, the measure of true experience is the measure of one’s ability to hold oneself at instinctive fulfilment; the level of passivity achieved on the personal would only indicate a temporary situation and not its reality. This point of culmination (critically assessed as the founding experience of one‘s life) as earlier implied may also be affected by one’s generative faculties located in the sex organs. When one is depleted physically then a feeling of lightness ensues – an emptiness of “objective input”, dependant upon the gap between “physical depletion” – the level of mind one stabilises at (Holding Point) and Culmination Point – the level of mind one had projected towards. It should be remembered that these variables are catered towards the individual and lie between their absolutes of Base Point of Holding and Critical Point of Culmination. The larger the gap the emptier/lighter one is. As you may have worked out for yourself, how long these ensuing moments last depends upon the state of passivity one maintains. A stable holding point can be quickly recovered after a natural genital emission – a natural means of culmination – because it expresses a prevailing condition of personal and environmental passivity. An enforced culmination, i.e., objectively centred, will not allow for the continuance of passivity at its current level. Consciousness will ‘break’ and in time, progressively assume a lower level of “objective content” conditionally held in balance as a widening gap between Critical Point of Culmination and Base Point of Holding.
Incidentally it is an indication of the fragmentation of human society. In passive-inducing cultures this gap between individual development and cultural development would lean towards the negligible. Thus as one ‘fills up’ physically so critical point of holding, as a measure of one’s experience ‘held’ in passivity, can re-assume a collective of projected, personal ideals.
 What generally shows itself to be the case here is that Critical Point of Culmination, although it reflects one’s founding experience, in reality is nowhere near ‘minded’ upon other than by the “magician,” thereby not usually indicative of one’s contemporary level of consciousness. All this provides a basis for the understanding of Critical Point of Culmination. It is not just the physiological capacity of a person to live out a personal passivity as an environmental passivity, i.e., to regain the potential of childhood as a complete subjective being, but also the concurrent development of a magical will. Critical Point of Culmination must be considered as the apex of genetic development of the individual to live as a purely instinctive being, a point initially demarcated at a time during childhood. The “magician”, then, is the forerunner of culture. Such genetic traits are passed down as a potential evolution of consciousness his or her progeny can acquire towards.
The whole length of the instinctive “bar” from between its boundary points contract and expand. What appears to be happening in my case is that as I develop or create my-self, as all people are during natural growth, I extend this distance between boundary points. But when I nurture subjectivity I have in fact aligned my conscious roots back into the subjective sphere where it had begun at birth as a development of my instinct. This may at first appear to induce a form of re-growth by pushing my ego into a state of subjectivity but it is only a meditative state of the subjectification process that preludizes it. In fact, not until one achieves Critical Point of Culmination does magical growth occur. It of course maintains passivity and may be termed as implementing an “active” reaction, as will become clearer later on. The role of the “magician” can be seen quite clearly here – utilising the unconscious process of adaptation for further development.
 The gap between Minimum Point of Specific Evolution and Critical Point of Culmination is the amount of extended play utilised within one’s “projected” personality; the active transcendence of consciousness. Critical Point of Culmination is predetermined, a true reflection of potentiated instinctive development. It is in fact the “maximum of projected ideals” created from the accumulation of “objective content” possible during species enactment. It is at Minimum Point of Specific Evolution that “objective content” is allowed to fill from, to be incorporated as the basis of acceptance of one’s cultural beliefs and values. Consider, before the birth of civilisation and objective culture, instinctive development could never have entered the objective realm for the latter never existed. But since the latter does exist a distinction should be made between natural growth, magical growth and transcendence.

Now, at natural growth, as with all growth incepted at Point of Origination, there is a movement at Minimum Point of Specific Evolution; this sphere pushes outwards and may be termed as genetic development. Critical Point of Culmination which, as I say is undeveloped in animals and/or new-born babes, is in fact a projection of the mind. Thus it is practically negligible in the earliest human cultures as what one would experience should be termed as animalism. When there is genetic development any content of mind also expands outwards as a passive act so that, in effect, an equal distance is maintained between Minimum Point of Specific Evolution and  Critical Point of Culmination. There is no development at Critical Point of Culmination, only an act of potentiated awareness allowed through genetic development. It may be considered as environmental passivity. What happens between these two points is what I term as active transcendence as opposed to “active” transcendence which I will elucidate on later. Subjectification then occurs when there is genetic development in which the mind, passive as it needs to be, fulfils this potentiated awareness via a process of “objective input.” This is an act of transcendence. On the diagram imagine a concurrent movement of the mind (white arrow) pushing towards Critical Point of Culmination at the same time that Critical Point of Culmination is being increased, albeit at a considerably slower rate, by natural growth occurring at Minimum Point of Specific Evolution. As I move between the different dimensions of culture and the individual the role of the individual should be clearly demarcated as a predominant occurrence at Critical Point of Culmination. I have already noted the role of culture at Base Point of Holding as a concentration of repressed instinct held as a collective of ideals. This concentration maintains a  social stability in the form of a projected collective consciousness and is in fact the result of enforced subjectification.

More should be said about this. What happens at enforced subjectification is, in reality, an illusion of natural growth. Enforced subjectification is activated from the ego located at the forefront of one’s mind (the white arrow) and is a premature culmination. Rather there being any natural growth occurring at Minimum Point of Specific Evolution (green arrow), a reverse motion is enforced instead. Critical Point of Culmination is not achieved but the ego’s attempt to emulate it indeed pushes at the instinct – this is repression. A concentration of energy gathers over time at Minimum Point of Specific Evolution, a concentration of  human ideals that formulate into what is known as the collective consciousness. It appears to be a repression of potentiated awareness occurred originally as a result of instinctive motivation, that which is known as the collective unconsciousness. Through this continual act of the human ego a new point of stability is relied upon, an environment created by the ego for its own self-preservation. This sphere of influence I term as the Base Point of Holding. So as you see, there is no natural growth, only condensed potentiated awareness.

We have three main spheres of influence to view now. Minimum Point of Specific Evolution, Base Point of Holding and Critical Point of Culmination. How does transcendence fit within all of this? The mind (white arrow) can be a very volatile object. If the collective consciousness is maintained at Base Point of Holding the mind would normally be there about between it and Minimum Point of Specific Evolution. Base Point of Holding has now become a hive of activity for the individual as opposed to the transcended individual of Critical Point of Culmination. Men who follow human ideals chase after this collective of human ideals – they operate within a sphere of knowledge handed down as a concentration of scientific advancements. But the individuals who initially achieved these discoveries must have moved their consciousness into a state of transcendence initially. On the diagram note how a projected or sublimated personality affronts the realms of science and magic, respectively; it is the individual’s quest to further these spheres for the rest of culture to affirm – that which is knowledge and intuition. 

So during transcendence something is moving. As previously noted the subjectification process is a passive movement of the mind in concurrence with genetic development. “Objective input” fills into this ‘gap’ of potentiated awareness and the mind moves towards Critical Point of Culmination. Now, an unstable mind may be lurking beneath the threshold of the collective consciousness. This is not to suggest any derogatory sense of the word; peoples’ minds do veer into instability most often as ideals become unattainable. Children are initially protected by an undeveloped ego. It is only later in age that a holding point congeals within the individual else the child should experience uninhibited growth; expressed as a formulation at Critical Point of Culmination. It is important to view the diagram as happening at both the macrocosmic and microcosmic dimensions simultaneously. With a passive mind then, transcendence is achieved on its barest levels as intuition. Since the ego is not that well developed in children they will appear to express intuition more readily than adults but this can only happen if there is a mind developing. If I have not said this before then I state it now as one of the most important concepts of this book. Mind does develop as  potentiated awareness, as an act of magical growth, but this can only occur during natural growth. Some Western Buddhists may term this as Big Mind and it is an experience granted to children or nurtured-subjectively-centred individuals. When Holding Point begins to materialise as a crystallisation of mind then a demarcation can be observed. To go beyond this demarcation is to make a prediction. Knowledge is speculated upon beyond the threshold of the collective consciousness. But during subjectification there is a content of objectivity inputted during natural growth. I can refer to this as the meditative state acquired towards transcendental meditation of the bookish type. What was passive of mind is now an active process of  “objective input” whilst an environmental passivity is still maintained since the body is allowed to develop through natural growth. One is in fact inscribing their lives out using the process of thought. This is prophecy.

And my last realm has already been touched upon; the realms of science and magic. I said previously that Critical Point of Culmination is granted to children and those of a nurtured-subjectively-centred  consciousness. I have also said that it expands equably with natural growth so that an equal distance is maintained between them. But how does one expand Critical Point of Culmination outside natural growth cycles motivated from an unconscious source? This is the role of the true magician. Before genital emission occurs to return a new cycle, “objective input” can push this predetermined boundary as a content of mind i.e. a conscious motivation, and this is where I distinguish “active” growth over active growth of the subjectification process. It is important to know this delineation. The subjectification process has effectively returned a cycle in itself so to become consciously motivated, albeit from a much deeper unconscious source. In other words, natural growth becomes a controlled event. The “magician” is breaking the boundaries of science and furthering culture as well as him or herself. The implications of this are phenomenal. It is more than a prophetic event, the “magician” can inscribe culture. Dwell on this and think of past mythological figures who have been given this status.

The collective consciousness and unconsciousness are indeed the same point;

 the affirmation and negation of the environment, respectively. 

Likewise is personal consciousness, the affirmation of the instinct. The instinct is the negation of the collective consciousness.

The collective consciousness is the affirmation of the unconsciousness;

personal consciousness is the affirmation of the collective consciousness. 

The collective consciousness is the negation of the personal consciousness;

 the unconsciousness is the negation of the collective consciousness. 

Instinct affirms the environmental;

 mind affirms the instinct;

 soul (transcendence) affirms the mind. 

The environmental negates the instinct; 

the instinct negates the mind; 

the mind negates the soul

The scheme above is to be applied to an individual’s life span. It can also be applied on a cultural level when one views the evolution of mankind. Environmental passivity is here indicated as the ‘sinking’ of consciousness at its base point of origination. Objectively it appears as the purging of enforced culmination in one's behaviour. The disposition of one’s Holding Point determines either an objectively or subjectively centred consciousness, i.e., as a statically perceived projection or a dynamically perceived embodiment. Critical Point of Culmination indicates the actuated founding experience of one’s life but the reality of one’s disposition is an ephemeral point based upon the collected values one is operating at. The diagram depicts as best as dimensionally possible the imaginings of a subjective perception. Consequently it goes beyond a conventional 3D visual understanding. A state of transcendence is here stretched into space and time. In reality consciousness is unconsciousness. What I consider as mind is not space and time but an impression. It finds embodiment in matter without which it cannot exist. Mind is not consciousness but its impression. To talk about enforced subjectification is to remove it into a contextual reality. Mind affirms the instinct yet instinct negates the mind. Mind is instinct yet instinct is not mind. Personal consciousness is collective consciousness but collective consciousness is not personal consciousness. As a product of it mind develops its instinctive existence as a source. When it knows this mind negates itself; a subjective experience of the instinct. Else what be once enforced subjectification would still now entail a dynamic reaction in which mind has become negated but subjectification remains an unconscious process. What apparently resides is an objective mind still perceiving its objective act but from a ‘slightly’ more evolved disposition – a reflection of one’s instinctive nature.

In the case of the child, one’s instinctive (rather than mindful) sphere predominates in the subjective realm. As in the case of the animal an environmental passivity is exercised here. There is as yet no dimensional configuration of culmination point; the progressive enlargement of the instinctive sphere I here propose as a visual method of thought – a tool. It is all consciousness and unconsciousness; consciousness itself a development from within, from the infinite. The child acts as an animal, through associative learning. Over time, years, subjective experiences are objectified; one’s instinctive sphere phases into the objective realm. In effect it withdraws a holding point towards the objective realm, into a dimensional universe in which consciousness is split. This fact of one’s instinctive sphere ‘entering’ into the objective realm naturally formulates a culmination process for projected values and beliefs since objective activity can now be fed into one’s instinct.

The roles of the “magician” and the enlightened man need to be expressed. The “magician” nurtures subjectivity. That is, he or she exercises a passivity of the environmental via arrogated meditative states, so in effect withholding Holding Point from phasing into the objective realm. During subjectification, “objective content” is held in suspension and constitutes a ‘filling up.’ On the other hand the enlightened man withholds any enforced subjectification through ethical living, yet remains consciously rooted in the personal.
 This conduces to the barest minimum of intuition. To avoid contradiction and to designate a distinction between the two, effectively I am saying that the enlightened man has run a complete course of subjectification “incurred” on the personal and thus avoids any further cases of self-inflicted sensitising. Subjectification may still occur on the environmental in which case an environmental passivity is maintained but the enlightened man avoids any “objective input.” Thus, he or she does not nurture a subjectivity in the manner of the “magician” nor push the boundaries of science as the great “magicians” of the past have done although a form of personal transcendence for the enlightened man would be conducted from an objectively centred consciousness. I reach the crux of the matter here. Holding point for the “magician” is perceived phenomena of a subjective consciousness so as to view further unconsciously motivated activity and also to be able to ‘control’ the subjectification process happening on the level of the environmental during meditative states – nurturing the influx of “objective content” for the express purpose of projecting one’s holding point towards culmination point. Thus, the “magician” is still exercising an environmental passivity, but whilst refining a personal passivity, by effectively defining one’s supra-personality. What one needs to be reminded of here is that they may come a time when the “magician” projects his or her holding capacity all the way towards Critical Point of Culmination. Here passivity may be described as being at an absolute equilibrium. It is equal in status to the animal, i.e., culmination point disappears and instinctive development re-assumes an infinite role; the essential difference being the potential for a greater developed or manifested instinct exercised by this synchronicity of mindful and instinctive natures albeit now occurring as a cultural change. This is magic. From here one creates a momentous change of perception so that one perceives as might a god. How I  perceive the environment is subject to how I create it. One’s instinct develops in subjectivity as an environmental passivity.

Enforced subjectification develops a static perception of the dynamic process as an objectively centred consciousness. Holding point still exists but as an unconscious process. It manifests as the conscious level of mindful activity one is operating at. But to reiterate, at Critical Point of Culmination there is a development of a potentiated, personal consciousness (its outward motion). This is its conscious determination and is indicative of the life cycle inherent in subjective activity (SA). Thus natural genital emissions (culmination) induces the development of a potentiated, personal consciousness. But the objective mind is an additional progression of personal consciousness, which distinguishes it from animals. Its development is incurred through this enforced subjectification – a measure of “objective input” at Holding Point. But because it is motivated from the personal consciousness it remains fragmentary in its perception. On a subjective level mind is subject to environmental stimuli. It creates a natural harmony with the instinctively motivated world. But to understand how friction is generated one needs only know that behaviour motivated by the ego will be out of sync with the subjective cycles. And the thoughts that are stimulated by habitual behaviour will appear to be a mish-mash of levels they were generated from at the time of enforced subjectification. Mind is a collection of isolated experiences, all of varying degrees of value depending upon the level they culminated at. It is still only a reflection.

Natural genital emissions on the other hand do not remove one from a subjectively rooted consciousness because they are symptomatic of it, but it does deplete one physically. A natural genital emission is a means of culmination and returns one’s consciousness to Minimum Point of Specific Evolution from which it may effect an immediate dynamic projection. Remember, this ‘gap’ between Minimum Point of Specific Evolution and Holding Point enlarges as a collective of human values and ideals, albeit it does so via their agglomeration from above through enforced subjectification. As a conscious determination of the event and an instinctive development of the potentiated awareness of the personal consciousness it may allow one an objective viewpoint, a transcended one at that, dependant upon prevailing cycle of the mind still caught in the temporary throes of habit. It is a supra-creative period. Base Point of Holding can only develop from here and not below, as a functional collective consciousness. As one ‘fills up’ so Holding Point is regained again as an instinctive value for the operation of mindful transcendence. With continuity one begins to experience increased, natural subjectification and physical regeneration as well as deeper cycles of  natural culmination. The sensitised body provides a basis for the ascension of a projected holding point – the operative capacity of the mind. Thus subjective activity (SA) provides the pre-requisite disposition for a meditative state, before any sort of transcendence can be achieved although, as previously has been expounded upon, it is not necessarily concurrent with it. 
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Personal passivity is here expressed as the stabilization of a mindful consciousness between Minimum Point of Specific Evolution and Critical Point of Culmination, a social construct based in a projected, collective consciousness..











The level of cultural development achieved by the individual. It follows that a more evolved culture provides a larger grounding for personal development. Seen on the level of the individual it is in fact a consolidation of experiences collected during growth and represents a content of “objective input.”. 








Critical Point of Culmination is progressed during ‘’subjectification’’ as a movement of instinct; its growth incepted, at Point of Origination. It emphasizes the point at which the individual has nurtured a personal passivity as an environmental passivity. The dynamic case of the ‘’magician.’’ Godhead or the Supra-personality. 
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Imagine the environment as a tuber, a funneled sphere, the consciousness of which is converging upon itself as a perceived fraction of a previous act of  perception – it is infinite in scope. Instinctive evaluation can be any one perceived act of consciousness.





The soul and mind are the illusory embodiments of the environmental and instinct, respectively. The soul and mind are if fact projected viewpoints of the environmental and the instinct. ‘Sinking’ one’s consciousness achieves the purgation of consciousness.

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Environmental passivity is the stabilization of the shifting of consciousness towards objective development. Non-passivity occurs as a premature culmination. In the case of the enlightened man one sees a focusing towards base point of consciousness. Although it is statically perceived it is dimensionally equivalent  to Critical Point of Culmination but as rather a stripping away of values and not its supra development.

� Creativity should also be seen as manifesting the process towards it but that it finds conscious determination at culmination.


� Actually upon experience, one can catch this ‘fall’ in time and maintain a subjectively centered consciousness albeit, at a ’lower’ or reduced level.


� This is my understanding of Nietzsche’s “sublimated will to power.”


� To avoid contradiction where previously I have stated that in order to achieve transcendence requires a greater passivity the further one has progressed within objective culture, consider: within the individual as an ontogenous being, passivity is a state of existence relative to the context of its environment. It should not make any arguable difference whether one finds this passivity from within either an objectively or subjectively centered consciousness. Within oneself it is considered as the purging of a mind-motivated consciousness, not the gaining of something. The difference of value is only perceived when its context is looked at objectively.


� I have referred to this circumstance elsewhere on a number of occasions. The instinct can still operate with the barest of intuitions but more apparently so when one’s consciousness itself is nurtured into ‘higher’ states.


� Magical ability should be seen as the “active” advancement of Critical Point of Culmination even from its early development in children. Thus it can also be inferred to as the “active” advancement of intuition or prophecy, which is a reason for terming the whole realm as magical. This explains childhood as a magical existence. Consider this position though from an objective observation. It is only on reflection that intuition and prophecy appear distinguishable. For clarity of reference intuition may be considered as subjective passivity (SP), as a perception of objective content. Likewise prophecy is the synchronized movement of the mind with Subjective Activity (SA), as the active enlargement of Critical Point of Culmination. “Subjectification” is made only partially distinct here. Even though elsewhere I may have interchanged its meaning with that of SA as a process of adaptation and growth, in clearer terms it is in fact the state of being sensitized. Adaptation and growth goes on regardless of whether one is instinctively aware of it or not. On the other hand, during “subjectification” experiences are accorded a behavioral adjustment, one inherent within all living beings. On one level it may be termed as associative learning, on another as “objective input.” Thus during an enforced “subjectification” an objective mind will eventually succumb to the furtherance of its own development, the predominance of which conduces to an objectively centered consciousness. At this stage meditation would become a means to regaining the awareness of a “complete” subjective being maintained at Critical Point of Culmination, but ‘closing’ the gap created between this point and the Holding Point of consciousness incurred via  a recession into objective development is a meditative act of “subjectification.” Meditation is not the meditative state it may conduce to. It conduces to “subjectification” because it allows for the inward perception of growth. For this reason I apply quotation marks to the term “objective input” as not to confuse it with objective development. To conclude on this point, intuition and prophecy can only be effected during the meditative act of “subjectification” when one is sensitized in one’s behavioral capacity as a subjective being, to raise one’s level of consciousness. To go beyond Critical Point of Culmination, well that’s magic.


� When viewing the diagram imaging a(n unconscious) Holding Point being drawn upwards as an inverse retraction.


� In this day and age genetic manipulation is common practice. Consider then its equivalent happening on the level of the individual as an internal magical act. 


� I have recently concluded my understanding of the phenomenon of ‘breaking.’ It is and act of the ego to share in another’s consciousness thus removing one from any sense of true individuality.


� Consider, if on the other hand I remain subjectively centered but lack a mindful participation it may explain the symptom of my personality breakdown at eighteen years of age that I still believe to be manipulated from an outside source. Okay, I have previously referred to animals as subjective beings, but I did behave like an animal; it was a case of having to learn associative responses again. The fact that I had become ill is a symptom of my body from stopping functioning, even growing, and shows that my belief in a pre-destiny  is well founded. The fact that I did not die is a testament to it and the “will of God.”


� How one may assert something and later to discover the truth of it.


� The means I wrote this book by.


� I am talking from within their respective standpoints. Please note, this is not the same issue as the case of OP & SP. 


� This is a good analogy to the way one conceptualizes art.


� This is a fanciful way of referring to the meditative state inherent within the process of “subjectification.” It follows that a meditative state is simply the quality of feeling inherited within the process of “subjectification” and suggests a malleable state of being. In all animals it is likened to associative learning. Now it may be that I will not again directly refer to the specific conditions of meditation. So I state here that meditation and a meditative state are in fact different circumstances. Meditation is the exercising of mindful passivity. In the above case when one is subjectively centered it is the nurturing of “experiential energy” into a projected form; to be subjectively centered allows for “experiential energy” in a ‘collected’ format. On the other hand meditation done objectively is merely a reconciliation of the current situation because one lacks the subjective awareness of one’s instinctive root. To note, one’s instinctive root is located at Base Point of Origination as elicited in the diagram. Development is initiated from here. Transcendence is achieved when one’s sphere of mind (will) in the personal aligns with one’s sphere of instinct, i.e., its passification. From an objective (projected) standpoint this is achieved via meditation, viz., focusing from within a personal consciousness with a view to collectivism; the case of the enlightened man. “Subjectification” here does not occur in any forced form. Instead it is a purging of objective thoughts and their inhibitive qualities. At synchronicity it may only exude the barest of intuitions because it lacks the means towards furthering “objective input.” In fact, how one perceives objectively is statically. That is, the level of one’s mindful operation is conducive to the ‘level’ of one’s Holding Point; it is this moment that is frozen and meditated upon. On the contrary, from a subjective (instinctive) standpoint transcendence is a symptom of ‘sinking’ one’s consciousness by which meditation affects the focusing of the collective consciousness with a view from the Unconsciousness. This is the case of the “magician.” In nurturing subjectivity the “magician” can affect the development of a personal consciousness. The collecting of “experiential energy” as a content of mind can subsequently  be ‘fired’ at will. Culmination will thus appear as an on-going, dynamic process whilst one retains a subjectively centered consciousness, to be viewed with an active sense during “subjectification.” It is in this latter milieu that I have written much of this book. As an occurrence of environmental phenomena it will always allow for the continued development of a subjectively centered consciousness because it sensitizes one’s level of consciousness as to provide a potential to exercise passivity.


	The above is a strict delineation. I now opine that a subjectively centered consciousness occurs through bodily cycles in tune with nature. Objectively one can only reconsolidate with nature; one’s behavioral patterns would need to realign.


� What I may have been experiencing before these periods is much more complicated to explain. For if I told you that I used to motivate such activity, in contrast to my unintentional, complete abstention from it now, but that I wasn’t objectively developed enough to lose a means of recovery through the “subjectification” process, would it make matters any clearer?


� A point here. I have previously noted that OA induces the “re-subjectification” process on a personal level as a self-inflicted sensitizing by which one brings forward species enactment in oneself. Eventually, OA resumes as an empty gesture of creativity the older one gets because it fails to sensitize and activate the “re-subjectification” process as often. This could almost be called genetic fulfillment except that one is still prone, I must assume, to stimulation and being sensitized on an environmental level. But it is a truism to say that full potential is never achieved among the masses because of an  inbuilt cultural inhibition. 


� This refers to a ‘catching-up’, via its objective content, towards Critical Point of Culmination. Thereby the “magician”  nurtures subjectivity with objectivity so as to maintain its synchronicity as he or she actively moves towards the “magical” realm. Passivity incurrent of enlightenment is thus the pre-requisite of the “magician” because it suggests that the “magician” can begin his or her training and nurturing of subjectivity via his or her intuition. To note, this process is negligible in animals because they have never consciously receded away from Critical Point of Culmination. Culmination for animals is concurrent with growth during species enactment.


� Here I am talking about experience as that which is preserved in objective terms, otherwise it has no measurable value at all. And further, it is a measure of that which is preserved in objective terms and held within an environmental passivity.


� When considering the 2nd diagram imagine the “ball” of personal consciousness, as an affirmation of the collective consciousness, yearning towards an outward motion. Its enforcing behaviour rather prematurely projects a forward motion towards Critical Point of Culmination even though it sensitizes at a point of the collective consciousness. It usurps this position for its own development as a mnemonic reflection. Remember, Holding Point is the level of mindful input one is operating at. Thus enforced “subjectification” bypasses any enlargement of the instinctive sphere (at Critical Point of Culmination) but rather incurs a premature culmination as a ‘burning’ sensation and development of an objective, personal consciousness. This can be viewed as a condensation of force at  Base Point of Holding, in effect, grounding one into a fragmented society. Thus, perceived objectively it (growth) may go undetected albeit not unnoticed since detection is required as an act of transcendence, i.e. as the expansion of Critical Point of Culmination. If the mind is not there it cannot detect it as a passive act. Enforcing “subjectification’’ implies objectively pushing at one’s instinctive sphere from one’s personal, conscious center of mind - a forced culmination - but in reality is a non-perceived movement of one’s collective consciousness. This instinctive development of a mindful consciousness - the selfish ego, is a gradual development in human culture. The mind sphere develops by way of reflection of one’s instinctive nature. The deeper the reflection the greater the development of mind. Interestingly, “objective input” occurred during “subjectification,” and remember, “subjectification” also implicates the active movement of consciousness, is involuntarily recalled as a capacity of objective thought when the Holding Point at which it was inputted is dwelt upon. Thus the mind is subject to change according to how much of a developed instinct it abides from.


� So long as one remains subjectively centered in consciousness these feelings of lightness are superceded by a sense of inner strength which increase during regeneration. On the other hand, an objectively centered consciousness returns one the feeling of heaviness which, during regeneration, shows small progression towards normal bodily strength. An athletic body may feel “godly” as a result of a supra-personality.


� An important point to remember here is that I differentiate between the terms of ‘aging’ and ‘growth’. The former indicates a cessation of growth.


� To reiterate, the “magician” and enlightened man are two states of being that imply different behavioral patterns. In my own personal case I have veered between the two.
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
