Dear all,

    here are the methods of getting to my house, the nature reserve and the allotment project, all within 5 minutes of each other. I am located very near to the South Circular.

My house: 270a Devonshire Road, Forest Hill, London SE23 3TH

TRAIN: Charing Cross or London Bridge/Waterloo East to East Croydon/Caterham via Forest Hill.

            Get off at Honor Oak Park.

            Cross the road and walk up the hill.

            Take the first turning on your left.

            My house is at the first bend.

            Look for a plaque on the gate and a wooden tower in the front garden.

            Take a seat.

            If you get off at Forest Hill.

            Take a right out of the station.

            Do not veer right but go straight ahead following the railway line.

            Continue over the hill, past the summit where the nature reserve is, and back down.

            This is the longer route.

BUS:    To Forest Hill.

            Nos: 122 176 185 194 312 356 N176

            Take your bearings from the train station.

            To Honor Oak Park.

            Nos:  P4 P12 63

            Take your bearings from the train station.

The Nature Reserve is on the same road at the brow of the hill. Look for a prefab on the railway side, behind fencing.
The Allotments are behind Honor Oak Park station on Honor Oak Park Road. There are three entrances. Head for the last entrance, underneath the trees, halfway up the hill, located just before another gate and path leading up to the church on top of the hill. Once through the right gate keep to the left path and the woodland project is just beyond the large weeping willow.
