Alpine currant (Ribes alpinum)

Prefers neutral to acid soils. Tolerates quite dense shade. Performs well in poor soils, to about 1m high. Used as a low growing hedge or ground cover.. Space 50cm apart.
Blackcap (Rubus leucodermis)

Resembles raspberry in habit ans appearance. Requires similar conditions. Ornamental.
Boxthorn (Lyciuum barbarum)

Good hedge for exposed sites. Reaching 1.5m high. Spiny arching stems.

Thimbleberry (Rubus ssp.)

Do well in sun or shade, with any soil. 2m high. Ornamental.

Cornelian cherry (Cornus mas)

Ornamental, to about 6m high. Slow growing and long-lived. Prefers a sunny-sheltered site. Tolerates the cold quite well. 

Western trumpet honeysuckle (Lonicera ssp.)

Hardy and ornamental. 

Chinquapin rose (Rosa roxburghii)

Happiest in full sun. Up to 2.5m high. Good in a hedge.
Eglantine (Rosa eglanteria)

Home in native hedgerow. Apple-scented foliage up to 2m high. Wildlife plant. 

Himalayan mayapple (Podophyllum hexanderam)

A hardy perennial. Ground cover. Tolerates quite deep shade. 

Juneberry (Amelanchier canadensis)

To about 8m high. Not fussy about soil and will even thrive on chalk. Fruits better in full sun. Very good in a hedge. Ornamental. 

Kousa (Cornus kousa-chinensis)

Prefers a shady spot. Dislikes chalky or waterlogged soils. 

Oregon Grape (Mahonia repens)

Does well in deep shade. Any soil except waterlogged ones. Good ground cover. 

Salmonberry (Rubus spectabilis)

Upright habit. Sun or shade, makes a decorative hedge. 1.5m high. Fruits several weeks before the raspberry. 

Saskatoon (Amelanchier alnifolia)

Up to about 5m high. Good for windbreaks, bees and hedges. Grows in any soil, even chalk, dry or damp. Fruits better in full sun, June to July, ornamental. 

Strawberries

Light, sandy soils in full sun; rich soils if well-drained. But will do well in shade.
Red currants

Avoid drying out. Will not tolerates bad drainage.
White currants

Similar to red currants. 

Black currants

Needs plenty of moisture. Reasonably tolerant of poor drainage. Tolerates shade. Dislikes cold winds.

Loganberries LY59

Loganberries LY 654

Crops well in all conditions. Ideal fence cover.
Boatsberry

Cross of a loganberry. Similar to boysenberry but later cropping.

Boysenberry

Crops prolifically and is very vigorous. Tolerates dry conditions. Cross between a youngberry and logonberry. Follows normal fruit season.
Thornless tayberry

Cross between blackberry and raspberry. 

Brandywine

Prolific purple raspberry type. Vigourous canes sometimes 10ft. high.
Worcesterberry (Ribes divaricatum)

A prickly bush. Does not suffer mildew like its parents the gooseberries and blackcurrants.
Jostaberry

Similar to a worcesterberry. Resistant to mildew.
Raspberries

Light sandy soil suits them. 

Gooseberries

Does not like too dry conditions; responds well to manure after 3 yrs. old. Bad drainage is fatal. Likes rich and well-drained soil.
