Conditions

SLP hitherto stands for South London Permaculture.

This is a signed agreement. On printing or signing one’s name this contract is validated.

Fees are to be agreed on beforehand. 

Any holding deposits laid (min. £50) are subject up to 100% cancellation fee. SLP will see fit to apply discretion in exceptional circumstances.

An insurance deposit is required held as a signed cheque in case of damage or loss of equipment. On returning of equipment the cheque will be returned to the hirer, or torn up on instruction.

If the use of the equipment wholly disagrees to the original description to the extent that it is abused, as judged by SLP, then SLP have the right to cancel the arrangement.

If for any reason either party have to cancel use of the equipment on-site before a talk, workshop or common usage has started due to unforeseen circumstances  then SLP have the right to apply discretion and the two parties must come to a reasonable conclusion based on part-payment, unless either one side or the other have acted totally irresponsibly and are thus subject to a penalty amounting to the full hire fee.

Both parties maintain the right to cancel an appointment without penalty no less than 10 days before an event.

The equipment is required to be returned in the same conditions as it was given.

If the equipment is damaged, whilst under the hirer’s responsibility, then the hirer is legible to pay the full costs of repair via the insurance deposit. 

If the equipment is beyond reparable damage, and a claim to insurance made, the insurance to total loss deposit will be subject to cashing in to an amount subject to the discretion of SLP.

No alteration to the equipment must occur unless prior permission is agreed to by SLP.

Ethical Practice

The equipment can only be specifically used for purposes of enhancing learning or communal ties.

During common usage the  respect  in conduct must be exercised.

Children are to be given priority in usage of the equipment.

Hire Costs

For each day of hired employment: £120 (£60 charities and Not-for-profit Organisations)

Delivery/Collection: £120 per day

For every mile of delivery: additionally £0.50p outside the M25

Holding deposit: £50 (Additional to hire fees paid in advance)

Insurance to total loss deposit: £350 (uncashed – not applicable if SLP are hired to man the equipment)
